Coleman State Park and Coleman Lodges, Coleman

A registration does not give permission for unrestricted 
riding or operation on roadways not part of an approved 
trail system.

are open for riding. It is the rider’s responsibility to check 
for trail openings, closures, or event cancellations. For 
information on trails, openings and closures, contact the 
NH Bureau of Trails at (603) 271-3254.

When registering an OHRV or snowmobile, the regis-
trant:
1. �Must be at least 18 years old and present a valid driv-

er’s license or non-driver photo ID issued by Division 
of Motor Vehicles. Registrations are issued to an indi-
vidual;

2. �Must present a valid NH driver’s license or NH non-
driver photo ID to qualify for resident rates;

3. �Must provide the vehicle: year of manufacture, make, 
odel, displacement, primary and secondary colors, 
and VIN. No title, bill of sale or previous registration is 
required in NH;

4. �Must present the appropriate proof of club member-
ship to qualify for applicable member rate.  See below 
for information regarding wheeled vehicle and snow-
mobile club memberships;

5. �Will receive a printed registration certificate and two 
decals; and

6. �Is responsible for verifying their registration informa-
tion and affixing the decals appropriately.

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Arts & Culture
With high-quality theater productions and concerts, 

fascinating museums, historic homesteads, and a diverse 
community of incredibly talented artists and craftspeo-
ple, the North Country is a region bursting with creativity 
and culture. The arts and culture of the North Country are 
unlike any other!

At the center of the area’s arts scene are two arts cen-
ters, the Tillotson Center and the Great North Woods 
Center for the Arts. The Tillotson Center in downtown 
Colebrook is home to a large art gallery that exhibits 
work by local artists and a 171-seat theater that hosts 
live stage productions, movies, concerts and more. The 
Tillotson Center also houses the Colebrook Area Histori-
cal Society annex, which is full of the region’s history.

The Great North Woods Center for the Arts on Route 
3 in Columbia is a full arts campus which serves as the 
home for the Great North Woods Committee for the Arts, 
the Carriage Lane Players, and the Connecticut River Arti-
sans Group. It features indoor and outdoor stage facilities, 
a workshop and an artist/performer residency building.

The region’s culture is also found in its working farms 
and historic homesteads. The Poore Farm Museum is 
considered by many people to be New Hampshire’s most 
important historic landmark. The historic homestead and 
museum portrays what life was like in the area from 1830 
to 1980, and the house, barns and out-buildings are all in 
authentic condition. 

For visitors who want to learn about agriculture, 
the EcoVillage Institute—also referred to as La Cite 
Ecologique—is an organic farm with beautiful gardens, 
greenhouses, and offer seminars and workshops on sus-
tainable farming practices.

The North Country has a vibrant community of artists 
and craftspeople. Their work can be found at many of the 
area’s shops and several festivals throughout the year. A 
popular event is the annual Dixville Notch Music, Arts and 
Crafts Festival held each spring at Mohawk Falls. The 
festival features live music, arts and crafts vendors, deli-
cious food, artist workshops and much more. Perhaps the 
best place to view work by local artists is Fiddleheads, an 
artisan shop in Colebrook that showcases high-quality, 
handcrafted work by the region’s best artists.

New Hampshire Fish and Game Department. Ice fishing 
rules can be viewed on the New Hampshire Fish & Game 
website: www.wildlife.state.nh.us/ fishing/ice-fishing

All fish must be legally and freshly caught from any 
fresh New Hampshire public waters (RSA: 271:20) by 
the registered Derby ticket holder. Fish must be taken 
through the ice on Saturday or Sunday of Derby Week-
end. All fishermen must ensure that fish being entered 
in the Derby are dead prior to entering the weigh-in line. 
Live fish in possession will result in immediate Derby dis-
qualification.

A valid Derby ticket and a valid New Hampshire Fishing 
License will be required, either paper or electronic will be 

required for identification when entering fish and claiming 
a prize. Minors under 16 years of age do not need a valid 
fishing license for ice fishing, but do need a valid Derby 
ticket when entering fish or claiming prizes.
